PM Modi will arrive at
Bhubaneswar Airport at
10:35 am in a special Air
Force aircraft. From
there, he will travel by
road to Janata Maidan,
where the conclave will
take place from 11:00 am
to 12:30 pm. After the
event, the Prime Minister
will return to the airport
at 12:35 pm, with a
departure scheduled for
12:55 pm, heading back

to Delhi. Security will be
a top priority during the
conclave. To ensure the
safety of the Prime
Minister and the smooth
conduct of the event, 60
platoons of police and
over 400 officers will be
deployed. Ahead of the
visit, Bhubaneswar
commissionrate police
have ramped up security
preparations. A full
rehearsal of the Prime
Minister’s motorcade,
following the ‘Blue Book’
guidelines for official
security protocols, was
conducted on Monday.
Traffic management and
route safety measures
have been bolstered, with
the Special Protection
Group (SPG) supervising
the arrangements.

40 Lakh Ghost Ration Card holders identified

Sets Jan 31 deadline for e-KYC

(photonewstimes):Minister of Food
Suppliers, Consumer Welfare, Krushna
Chandra Patra on Monday said that Odisha
has over 40 lakh ghost ration card holders.
The Minister informed that around
4040864 lakh beneficiaries are yet to
update their e-KYC even as the deadline
nears.The ongoing e-KYC verification
process is set to conclude on January 31.
However, only 88% of the populace has
completed the verification process.

“A total of 3,35,570 crore beneficiaries
were to update their e-KYC. However, till
now only 2.94 crore have done their e-

KYC verification. Around 1.30 lakh
Odia people who are working outside
the state have also done their e-KYC,”
the Minister told media persons.

“Now, around 4040864 people are
yet to complete their e-KYC. We just
have another four days left. They are
requested to complete it before
January 31. If there is a mass
complaint from consumers, the
government will decide whether to
extend the date or not,” the Minister
added.

“Most of the beneficiaries have
died. Many others are living outside
the state. Moreover, many are
ineligible beneficiaries. I have
promised that no action will be taken
against them if they surrender
themselves. If they don’t commit
their frauds, we will be forced to take
action later,” he added.Minister Patra
assured the public of swift finalisation
of the process, emphasising the
commitment to transparency and
accuracy in public welfare
programmes. This exercise is critical
for ensuring that entitlements and
services are delivered seamlessly to
eligible recipients, he said.

Calcutta High Court. They, however,
refused to confirm it to reporters. The
woman's parents, however, demanded the
resignation of Chief Minister Mamata
Banerjee, sparking off a massive political
row. The West Bengal government and the
investigating agency - the Central Bureau
of Investigation -- have appealed for death
sentence for the convict. The court will
decide on whose petition it will proceed
with. "The CBI is not working at all and
this proved by the judgement copy of the
Sealdah court. I can't say more than this.
Who will we go to? The state police let us
down and now the CBI is letting us down.
Whom do we go to? I leave it to the judge
of the High Court to decide," the woman's
father told reporters.

Khanna took to
Instagram Sunday to
express her thoughts,
criticizing society’s
tendency to blame wives
for any issues related to
their husbands. In her
post, she highlighted the
recurring pattern of
blaming women in public
relationships for their
partners’ actions or
circumstances.
“This Sunday it’s all
about why wives are not
considered number 1
except when it comes to
taking the blame,”
Khanna wrote. “After an
actor was stabbed,
ridiculous rumours
swirled that his wife
hadn’t been at home or
had been too intoxicated
to help him during the
assault. People just
enjoyed shifting the
blame onto the wife, an
all-too-familiar pattern.”
Khanna pointed out other

examples of women
being unfairly blamed in
similar situations, such as
Yoko Ono during the
Beatles’ split, Melania
Trump facing criticism
for her husband’s
policies, and Anushka
Sharma being blamed
when Virat Kohli gets
out. She emphasized that
this issue affects not only
high-profile couples but
also women in everyday
life.
“If your husband gains
too much weight, you’re
not taking care of his
health; if he loses too
many kilos, you’re not
feeding him well. If he’s
caring, they’ll claim
you’ve manipulated him;

if he’s indifferent, they’ll
blame you for not
handling him right,” she
wrote. “In this context, I
suppose it’s accurate to
say that behind every
man, loser or leader,
stands a woman who is
about to be vilified, at the
drop of a hat, or with it
firmly on her head.”
Khanna also discussed
how she feels about
being referred to as a
“star wife,” describing
her annoyance at the
label. “Sitting for an
interview, I am asked,
‘You are a star wife; tell
us what it’s like?’ While
my first instinct is to bite
the reporter’s index
finger, I reply, ‘I am not

sure that an entity like
‘star wife’ exists…'” she
shared.
She added that she is
often blamed for
differences in political
views between her and
her husband.

Other Traditional Forest
Dwellers (Recognition
of Forest Rights) Act,
2006 (FRA). Therefore,
it must ensure that the
process of auction of
mining leases is fully
compliant  with the
consti tutional  and
statutory laws,” he said.

Samantara and others
alleged that stress on
expediting clearances for
major projects including
mining and energy in the
PRAGATI meetings, chaired
by the PM, prompts state
authorities to bypass
statutory processes of
decision-making in matters
related to forest and other
marginalised communities
protected under the
constitutional provisions of
fifth and sixth schedule,
PESA and Forest Rights Act.

Rayagada and
Subarnapur.“We have
communicated to the
party’s national
returning officer for
Odisha election Sanjay
Jaiswal about the
election of the 23 district
presidents. It is now for
the central  election

committee of the BJP to
decide a date for holding
election of the state
president .  In al l
possibility, a date will be
finalised soon,” said a
state BJP functionary in
charge of election.

Meanwhile, the party
has completed election
to about 815 out of 1052
mandal (block)
committees, the
functionary said.Senior
BJP leader Samir
Mohanty was the last
elected to the post of the

state BJP president on
January 16, 2020 and
continued in the post till
March 23, 2023. The
party decided to defer the
organisational election
due to 2024 general
election but replaced
Mohanty by two-time
president and former
minister Manmohan
Samal who is continuing
on an ad-hoc basis.As
per the party constitution,
organisational election of
the BJP is held every
three years.

Jeypore, (ENS): As many
as 112 students of
Jawahar Navodaya
Vidyalaya (JNV) in
Khatiguda of
Nabarangpur district have
taken ill due to a suspected
gastroenteritis outbreak
putting the school and
health administrations on
their toes.

As per sources, some

students, after having
lunch on Thursday
complained of loose
motion and vomiting. The
matter took a serious turn
after several others began
showing similar
symptoms.

Subsequently, on
getting information from
the school authorities,
medical teams of

Tentulikhunti CHC and
Nabarangpur district
headquarters hospital
reached the school and
began their treatment.

Of the 112 students,
condition of nine
deteriorated following
which they were rushed
to the Tentulikhunti CHC
for treatment. The health
a d m i n i s t r a t i o n ,

meanwhile, sent special
medical teams to the
school on Saturday for
monitoring of the
situation.

Sources said while
condition of most
students is currently
stable, a few others have
been showing post
gastroenteritis symptoms.

4 Army Soldiers Injured After Vehicle
Skids Off Road In J&K's Poonch

(photonewstimes):Four
Army soldiers were
injured on Monday in a
road accident in Jammu
and Kashmir's Poonch
district, officials said.

Officials added that an
Army vehicle skidded off
the road at Gantar Morh
in the Sunjian area of
Poonch and overturned
after dropping into a ditch.

"The injured soldiers
were immediately
evacuated with the help of
local people and shifted to
hospital for treatment,"
officials said.On
December 24 last year,
five soldiers were killed
and eight injured in a road
accident in Poonch district

when an Army vehicle
skidded off the road and
dropped into a deep
gorge.

The Army and the
security forces have
increased vigil along the
Line of Control and the
hinterland after terrorists
carried out some terrorist
attacks in the last quarter
of 2024.On October 20,
2024, two terrorists
entered the worker's
camp in Gagangir area of
Ganderbal district.

Seven civilians,
including six non-local
workers of an
infrastructure company
and a local doctor were
killed in that attack.

One of the two

terrorists involved in
Gagangir attack was later
killed by the security
forces in Harwan area of
Srinagar.

On October 24, 2024,
terrorists ambushed an
Army vehicle in the
Botapathri area of
Gulmarg, killing three
Army soldiers and two
civilian porters.

On November 2 last
year, terrorists hurled a
grenade at the busy
Sunday Market near the
tourist reception centre in
Srinagar, killing a 42-year-
old mother of three
children and injuring 11
other civilians.

The Jammu and
Kashmir Police later
arrested the terrorist
associates, who had
hurled the grenade. They
belonged to the Ikhrajpora
locality of Srinagar city.

All these attacks were
carried out by the
terrorists after peaceful,
people-participative Lok
Sabha and Assembly
elections in Jammu and
Kashmir.Intelligence agencies
believe that the handlers of
terrorism sitting across the
border in Pakistan-Occupied
Kashmir directed terrorists to
carry out those attacks after
getting unnerved by the
people's participation in the
democratic process in
Jammu and Kashmir.

Uttarakhand Adopts Uniform Civil Code

New Delhi,

state has made Uniform
Civil Code or UCC a
reality and it is only a
matter of time that the
"entire country will have
similar legislation",
underscored Vice
President Jagdeep
Dhankhar.

Uttarakhand has
become the first state in
India to implement a
Uniform Civil Code,
aiming to simplify and
standardize personal laws
related to marriage,
divorce, succession, and
inheritance.Goa, the
beach resort state, is the
only part of the country
that already had a
common civil code -
introduced when it was
still a Portuguese colony.

"We are in a joyous
mood today. The
beginning of the last
quarter of the century of
adoption of the Indian
Constitution has taken
place with 'Dev Bhoomi'
Uttarakhand making

Uniform Civil Code a
reality. Article 44 of the
Constitution ordains that
the State shall endeavour
to secure for the citizens
a Uniform Civil Code
throughout the territory of
India. One state has done
it. I'm sure it will be a
matter of time that the
entire country will have
similar legislation," said
the Vice President,
addressing a Rajya Sabha
Internship Programme.

The Act applies to all
residents of Uttarakhand,
except Scheduled Tribes
and protected authority-
empowered persons and
communit ies."Today,
p o s t - i n d e p e n d e n c e ,
Uttarakhand has become
the first state in the
country to implement a
Uniform Civil Code. A
portal has been prepared
for registration. It has just
started... Today is a historic
day... and 27th January will
be celebrated as UCC
Diwas every year," said
Chief Minister Pushkar
Singh Dhami."This code is

not against any sect or
religion. Through this, a
way has been found to get
rid of evil practices in the
society," added Mr Dhami.

Asking how can anyone
oppose Uniform Civil Code,
the Vice President urged the
people to study the debates
of the Constituent
Assembly.

"Study how many times
the Supreme Court of the
country has so indicated,"
said the Vice President.

"Some people, out of
ignorance, are criticizing

the Uniform Civil Code.
How can we criticize
something which is
mandate of the Indian
Constitution, an ordainment
emanating from our
founding fathers,
something that has to bring
about gender equality?" the
Vice President said.

In December, Union
Home Minister Amit Shah
told Rajya Sabha that every
state with a BJP
government would bring in
the Civil Code the way it
was done in Uttarakhand.
